	Tony Wendice is the lead male role.  Married to Margo Wendice, he is a former tennis pro who is past his prime.  Not wanting to lose the more affluent lifestyle that came with being a pro, he marries Margo (and thus, her money).   Tony should look like he could have been tennis pro.  I can either age the cast up or down depending on how Tony, Margo, and Max look together.   Tony is definitely British and should pull off a cool and calculating demeanor with impeccable style and perfectly timed charm.  Boos at the curtain call means the character was played correctly.



	Margo Wendice
	Margo is the wife of Tony Wendice.   Their marriage was severely lacking in meaningful relationship so she found it with an American, Max Holliday.   Margo must look age appropriate for both Tony, and Max.  The audience needs to fall in love with Margo and feel her pain when her husband Tony betrays her.  Again, I will age this cast up or down depending on how they look together.  If I see pre-existing real-life chemistry in the roles of Margo and Max, I would weigh that heavily.  Girls, bring your husbands/boyfriends to auditions.



	Max Halliday
	Max is an American screen writer who specializes, coincidentally, in murder mysteries.  He met Margo and entered into a relationship that ended with a mutual parting and some passionate letters, which end up in the wrong hands.  Max should be passionate, expressive and should look age appropriate for the other two leads.  The audience should believe that he and Margo are the true romance.



	Captain Lesgate
	Bad guy #2.  He is a former class-mate of Tony’s and has gone bad.  The audience needs to believe he would commit murder.  Lesgate only appears through Act II, Scene II.  He needs to look the same age as Tony or thereabouts



	Inspector Hubbard
	Assigned to the case for murder.  Hubbard is cool and straight and needs to look the part of a wizened investigator.  He can be any age or shape that is believable



	Thompson
	A police officer aiding Hubbard.  A bit-part.  If this person exhibits a wide variety of voice capabilities I would cast this person for some or all of the following voices:  If you feel you can pull this off, please show it off during the monologue at auditions
